® When transporting the projector, hold it securely by its bottom and avoid excessive vibration and impacts. Doing
so may damage the internal parts and result in malfunctions.
® Do not transport the projector with the adjustable feet extended. Doing so may damage the adjustable feet.

® Do not move or transport the projector with the wireless module (Model No.: AJ-WM50) of the optional
accessories attached. Doing so may damage the wireless module.

B Do not set up the projector outdoors.
The projector is designed for indoor use only.

B Do not use under the following conditions.

® Places where vibration and impacts occur such as in a car or vehicle: Doing so may damage the internal parts
and result in malfunctions.

® | ocation close to sea or where corrosive gas may occur: the projector may fall due to corrosion. Also, failure to
do so may shorten the life of the components and result in malfunction.

Adjusting adjustable feet

Install the projector on a flat surface so that the front of the projector is parallel to the screen surface and the
projection screen is rectangular.

If the screen tilts upward or downward, extend the front adjustable foot and rear adjustable feet to adjust the
projection screen to be rectangular. If the screen tilts in the horizontal direction, adjust the rear adjustable feet to
make the screen level. Adjustable feet can be extended by turning them as shown in the figure. Turning them in
the opposite direction will return them to the original position.
