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1. Insert the guide rails on the handle along the rail slot on the main unit as shown in the figure until you
hear a "click”.

2. Fit the adapter into the connector of the main unit in the direction shown in the figure; check whether the
alignment marks are aligned, and ensure that the adapter is installed in place.

3. Insert the accessories into the connector of the adapter in the direction shown in the figure to ensure
that the accessories are mounted in place.

4. Hold the handle and place the accessories against the wall to clean it.

(3) Desktop cleaning mode

1. Insert the accessories into the connector of the main unit in the direction shown in the figure to ensure
that the accessories are mounted in place.

2. Hold the handle and place the accessories against the desktop to clean it.

3. Press the handle release button, and then take out the handle in the direction shown in the figure.

Daily maintenance:

1. Take out the dust cup assembly, pull out the filter assembly, wash the dust cup with water and dry it
naturally. (Figure 1)

2. After taking out the filter element, pull out the filter cotton, wash it with water and dry it naturally. (Figure
2)
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Tips:

1. Clean the filter screen and filter cotton at least once a month. After cleaning, dry them completely before
use.

2. The product should be used with the filter screen and filter cotton mounted.

3. Before using it again, make sure to check whether the filter screen and filter cotton are intact.

Attention: Before troubleshooting, turn off the power supply and remove the power plug.

The vacuum of the product drops, and there is an abnormal noise

Troubleshooting:

The vacuuming is stopped or the motor is overheated.

The floor brush or vacuuming nozzle is clogged

Troubleshooting:

Unblock the accessories.

The filter screen and filter cotton are blocked

Troubleshooting:

Clean or replace them.

The motor of the vacuum cleaner does not work

Troubleshooting:

Check if the plug is firmly inserted into the socket or that the power supply is turned on.
The machine suddenly stops working

Troubleshooting:

Turn off the power switch, remove the power plug, wait for the vacuum cleaner to cool down for 30 minutes
and dump the garbage in the dust cup before using this machine again.
